Composting versus Landfill

· Removing one tonne of compostable material 

from landfill saves 120 cubic metres of 

methane

· Equivalent to 1.8 tonnes of carbon dioxide

· Action Plan hopes to increase composting by 

76,000 tonnes over 4 years

· 136,800 tonnes of carbon dioxide prevented
