* 5% to 20% of material going into MRF’s is not
recycled. (WRAP) |

e 4% to 9% of material emerging from MRF’s as
“Paper”, “Aluminium” or “Glass” is actually
rubbish

* Vast majority of glass passing through MRFs
only good for road fill — actually contributes CO,
to the atmosphere
